I. 	AUTHORITY

	Under the supervision of the Community Services Sergeant shall be the Traffic Safety Officer. The Traffic Safety Officer will be responsible for traffic control related equipment and functions in addition to other responsibilities determined by the Support Services Commander.

	Education - The Traffic Safety Officer shall have graduated from High School or possess a General Education Diploma (G.E.D.)

	License - The Traffic Safety Officer will be required to maintain and possess a driver's license valid in the State of New Jersey.
